Reddie’s Cake

The Ingredients
3 Eggs
1 Cup of oil
2 Cups of sugar
2 Cups of ground pumpkin
2 Teaspoons of vanilla
3 Cups of flour

2 Teaspoons of  
    baking powder
1 Teaspoon of salt
1 Teaspoon of cinnamon
½ Cup of nuts or hazelnuts       
    (optional)

Instructions

•Preheat the oven at 350°F.

•Mix the flour, baking powder, cinnamon and nuts 
together in a bowl.

•In another bowl, mix the eggs, oil, sugar, ground 
pumpkin, and vanilla.

•Mix the ingredients from the first bowl and stir 
vigorously.

•Place the batter in a 23 cm x 23 cm greased cake pan.

•Put the cake pan in the oven for 50 minutes. To check 
if the cake is ready, place a toothpick in the cake and 
if nothing is stuck to it, then it is ready to be eaten.
